ÅWe decided to recreate a few key scenes from the film. All of them are 
related to the love story of the main characters and their friends, and all 
the trials that their relationship goes through, due to the political 
situation in Bulgaria. It was the strict and tyrannical society at that time 
that pushed young people to emigrate.

ÅStash and Becky's love was impossible because of his actions against 
the laws at the time and her father's political position. Stash and his 
friends decide to flee to Germany to earn money and return to their 
homeland to open their own bar. The plan is for Becky to go with them 
secretly, but there is a traitor in their gang. In the end, the state and the 
laws that have not yet accepted democracy stand in the way of the 
lovers. But TILT is not the end, but the beginning of a new game.
